Jacek Kędzior will become the new Managing Partner of professional services firm EY in Poland  
The current Country Managing Partner and other EY Partners are pleased to announce that Jacek Kędzior will take over the position of Country Managing Partner of EY, the largest professional services firm in Poland, in January 2014. Jacek Kędzior will be the successor to Duleep Aluwihare who has managed EY Poland for the past 23 years. Duleep Aluwihare will remain in EY as a member of the management team. 

Jacek Kędzior has been working for the firm for almost 20 years. Since 2007, he has held the position of Managing Partner of the EY Tax Advisory Department. Under his supervision, the EY Tax Advisory team has become the leader in the Polish tax advisory market. It was awarded, among others, with the titles of the largest tax advisory firm by revenue in Rzeczpospolita 2013 ranking, and Best Tax Advisory Practice in Dziennik Gazeta Prawna 2013 ranking. Jacek Kędzior was also head of the EY tax practice in the Central and South-Eastern Europe region (comprised of 21 countries). Furthermore, he was a member of the EMEIA Tax executive team (comprised of 93 countries).

Today, EY is the largest audit and advisory firm by revenue on the Polish market (Source: Rzeczpospolita’s ranking of auditors 2013).

Jacek Kędzior is a graduate of the Faculty of Law at the Jagiellonian University in Cracow. Jacek Kędzior is currently the Managing Partner of EY Tax Advisory Practice in Poland. He also managed the EY Tax and Legal Group in Central and South-Eastern Europe from 2009 till 2013. He was a member of the management team of the tax practice in the region encompassing Europe, the Middle East and Africa (93 countries). He is the author of a number of publications on tax related issues.
